
[bookmark: _GoBack]Election Law Changes from 2013 Legislative Session
1332	Voter ID will be required from all voters.  DOT will provide a free non-drivers ID.  An alternate ID is being created for students at university and individuals living in continuum care facilities.  This removes voter affidavits and poll worker vouching options.  Absentee/mail ballot voters will need to provide their ID number on application or provide a copy of an alternate ID prescribed by the SOS.  Poll worker training will need to be updated.
1361	Precinct/Polling place language has been cleaned up.  No county impact.
1371	Appointment of State’s Attorney question can only appear on Primary or General ballot.
1372	Initiated measure/referendum/recall changes.  No county impact.
1391	Qualifications of city council candidates are now the same as every other public office.
1397	Election offenses are changed for those circulating petitions and fraudulently signing names.
1401	Canvass date is now the 6th day after the election (was 3-6 days).  All boards will need to meet the Monday after the Primary and General Elections from now on. This is to provide consistency for our military and overseas voters regardless of their ND county of residence.
1402	Names must also be printed on petitions in addition to the signature.
2076	Fixing terms of judgeships created in 2009 to occur on the same election schedule as other judgeships.
2213	No campaigning within 100 feet of door of the polling place.  Cars with political signs near polling place okay for long enough for driver to vote.  Yard signs can stay up on Election Day.
2216	Reasons for school board vacancies are now the same as all other elected offices.
2255	Campaign contribution changes.  No county impact.
2299	Campaign contribution statements are now filed on 32nd day rather than 12th day before an election, 48-hour reports now required within 39 days of an election.
2318	Legislative candidates are now to file candidacy papers with the SOS instead of their auditor.
2347	Emergency authority for UOCAVA voters is granted to the SOS in cases of natural disaster or war in the state.
2369	Third parties can now share a column on the ballot in the Primary Election and only those offices that have candidates will appear.  This will save ballot space and reduce the likelihood of two page ballots. This also provides minor reformatting and wording changes for ballot instructions.
2374	Filing deadline for candidates is moved up to the 64th day before the election.
